Flash Cards: Using card sets for learning and memorization
Flash Card Sets 

· Group facts on the same topic together

·  Examples:

· The U.S. States and their Capital cities 

· A list of vocabulary words and their definitions

· Geometric shapes and perimeter  formulas

How to Construct Flash Cards 

· Use index cards or paper strips of the same size

· Each card has two facts that go together on a related topic (like a state and its capital city)

·  The two related facts  are written on opposite sides of the card

· Example:

· Side A = Wisconsin

· Side B= Madison

How Flash Cards Work 

· The word “Flash” means a brief, or sudden display

· Flash cards work on the principle of “Rapid Repetition”

· The best flash cards are hand-written

· Writing them out starts the learning process

· Flashing through them again and again completes it

Using Flash Cards to Learn Facts, Step One: 

· View the first card: 

· If you know the related fact on the opposite side, put it down on the right side of the table and go on to the next card

· if you don’t know the answer turn the card over, read it  and start a second pile on the left side of the table

· Continue to view and sort  until all cards are done

Using Flash Cards to Learn Facts, Step two: 

· Once all are sorted into the two piles

· Go through the cards in left pile until all answers are known

· When all cards are in the right pile… You’re done 

For Best Results with Flash Cards 

· If you don’t know the answer, or get it wrong

· Say the facts on each side of the card together

· This creates an association between them that becomes stronger each time you say it

· Use flash cards with a partner or a group… it’s more fun and two can learn together!
