SOCIAL STUDIES CURRICULUM

The Social Studies Department offers a wide rangeoafses to prepare students to assume or achieve a
role as a welinformed citizen and a conscientious voter. US History, Civics, World Cultures, or World History,
and Economics, are required to fulfill minimum graduation requirements.

COURSE TITLE: @vics (General) (151) GRADE: 9
Required of all Freshmen % credit

COURSE DESCRIPTION: This course will involve students learning about U.S. Government, History, and its
relationship to the rest of the world. This will be accomplished throutgthe study of early U.S. History,
development of the Constitution, and our federal, state, and local systems of Government. In addition, students will
gain greater knowledge of the political process and better understand the benefits of living ati@acdgm

COURSE TITLE: Civics (CP) (152) GRADE: 9
Required of all Freshmen % credit

COURSE DESCRIPTION: This course is designed as a college preparatory course that will take adeytte in
look at topics covered in the general Civicsise. This course will place more emphasis on writing and analytical
skills to enable students to take a more active role in the learning process.

COURSE TITLE: World Cultures (General) (153) GRADES: 910
Required by end of Sophomore year % credit

COURSE DESCRIPTION: This course will survey regions of the world and will take a close look at the different
cultures that exist within these regions. More specifically, students will learn about the geography, resources,
history, governmentand the customs and traditions of this diverse planet. Students will be expected to develop map
skills and basic writing skills while using a variety of geographic resources.

COURSE TITLE: World Cultures (CP) (154) GRADES: 910
Required by endf Sophomore year % credit

COURSE DESCRIPTION: This course is designed as a college preparatory course that will involve studying
different regions of the world. Students will learn about the geography, culture, government, religion, customs, and
values of different people throughout the globe. Students will gain greater knowledge through comparative analysis
and learn about modern issues through the use of regional portfolios while also developing better writing and
research techniques.
